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Introduction to Creative New Zealand and Contestable Funding

What is Creative New Zealand
and what does it do?

Creative New Zealand is the national
arts development agency. We provide
funding, advocacy and capability-building
to develop the arts in New Zealand,

for the benefit of all New Zealanders.
We provide financial support to
professional artists, arts practitioners
and arts organisations to assist them

to research, create, promote, publicly
present and distribute the arts in their
various forms. We also provide financial
support to communities to assist them
to participate in and develop the arts.

We provide this support in different
ways. This Guide is about one of our
programmes — Contestable Funding.

What is ““Contestable Funding’’?

Creative New Zealand distributes

roughly $9 million each year in Contestable
Funding to support projects that develop
New Zealand arts, artists and arts
practitioners. As the name suggests,
"Contestable Funding” is a competitive
process. We receive many more
applications than we're able to fund

(as shown in the bar graph on this page).

We provide support through four
different types of grants and investments
(Quick Response Grants, Arts Grants,

Arts Investments and Sector Investments)
and three different funding bodies

(the Arts Board, Te Waka Toi, and the
Pacific Arts Committee). Each of those
bodies can provide funding through any of
those four types of grants and investments.

There are several different times of the
year when you can apply for Contestable
Funding — each of these is called a
“funding round”.

How we decide
whether to grant
your application

Whether we grant your application

will depend on the artistic merit of your
proposed project (see Appendix 1 on
page 58), and also on the following
specific factors:

» We won't consider your application if
you or your proposed project is excluded
for one of the reasons explained in
Step 1 of this Guide (at page 7).

» You'll have to meet the specific criteria
for the type of grant or investment
you're applying for (Step 2, at page 11).

» You'll have to meet the specific criteria
for the particular funding body you're
applying to (Step 3, at page 19).

» We'll consider the results your project
would achieve and how your project
would help us achieve our strategic
goals (Step 4, at page 23).

» Your project will have to meet specific
criteria for the particular activity (a tour or
residency, for example) and the particular
artform (music or theatre, for example)
or cultural tradition (Maori arts, for
example) that the project involves
(Step 5, at page 29).
